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Group Feedback from Young People
A group evaluation activity needs to be undertaken AFTER the individual questionnaires have been completed. Below is one suggestion for an activity which will give the young people an opportunity to give their feedback as a group.  You may wish or need to adapt this activity or change the format, depending on the wishes or needs of the individual young people in your group. Please discuss with Becky or Dave any ideas you have for different formats for this activity. 

Please allow 30 minutes during the session for this activity.

How the project enhanced personal learning

1. Straight after the individual questionnaires, ask the participants to write the key thing they have learned or developed on a post-it note.  Encourage detail, and discourage responses such as ‘it was fun’ or ‘it was interesting’. 
2. If the young people struggle with this, you can refer them back to the second   question on the ‘End of Project Questionnaire for Young People’ which they completed before this activity. In this question they were asked to state up to three skills or interests they learned or developed.
3. Ask the participants to stick their response in one segment of a large circle divided into two, grouping them as they go along (e.g. place together responses to do with building confidence, communication, taking action, etc). 

4. Generate a debate about team-work – hopefully at least one post-it note will have referred to this. Ask the group questions such as:

· Do you think you’re better at team work now? 

· Why?

· Do you think that the group was able to problem-solve? Please give some examples.

Volunteer Facilitator should make detailed notes of the points raised. 

5. Shift the debate to youth-led projects. Ask questions such as:

· Young TimeBank projects places an emphasis on young people making the decisions and taking responsibility for managing the project. Do you think you achieved this on this project?

· How?

· If not, why not? 

· Have you gained anything from making decisions and taking responsibility? 

How the project impacted the neighbourhood (including the school)

1. Ask the participants to write the key thing they feel their project contributed to their school or neighbourhood on a post-it note. Encourage detail.

2. Ask the participants to stick their response in the other segment of the large circle divided into two, grouping them as they go along into responses which are similar.

3. Generate a debate about the responses and take good notes.

Future volunteering

Stimulate a discussion about future volunteering, to ascertain whether the group wants to do something more together as a group or in sub-groups or individually. Signpost to YTB websites as appropriate and to their local CSV. 

Ask questions such as:

Do you plan to volunteer again

· As a group?

· In smaller groups?

· Individually?

 If yes, what would you like to do?
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
